General Maintenance
Your knife is made from the finest stainless
steel. All stainless steels can rust under certain
conditions. Below is some information to help
you get the most of your knife.

- After becoming dirty, or after exposure to salt
water, perspiration, or chemicals, rinse the
product with fresh water, dry completely, and
use a high-quality petroleum-based lubricant or
anti-rusting agent on all metal surfaces.

- While it is not in use, keep stored in a dry area
outside of the sheath to help prevent rust.

- Should rust appear, use a light steel wool pad
(000 grit) to buff off rust, then reapply anti-
rusting agent.

- Never store your knife in a wet sheath.
Never store your knife in a leather case for
long periods, as leather-tanning acids might
accelerate rusting.
