FIREARMS SAFETY

At TOROSwe believe that safe firearms handling
is the most important consideration of anyone who
uses firearms and ammunition. Please take a few minutes
to thoroughly read and understand this instruction manual.

ALL GUNS ARE NOT ALIKE. Many makes and models
of firearms may LOOK very similar. However, they differ
widely in design and operation, and in the location and
function of various controls.

You should completely understand this manual before you
practice loading, unloading and firing with live ammunition.

Remember, firearms safety does depend on you!



IMPORTANT SAFETY WARNINGS 0

Be certain this owner's manual is available for reference and is kept with
this firearm if transferred to another party. If the manual is lost or misplaced, contact
your “Product Service Center” for a free replacement copy, or download a copy
from www.torosarms.com

After performing any work on your firearm such as cleaning, adjustments,
disassembly, or installation of any accessory, the firearm should be re-checked for
proper functioning before firing live ammunition.

Firearms are complicated mechanisms. Any modification, alteration, or
improper fitting of parts may result in a dangerous malfunction, damage to the
firearm and injury to the shooter and others. The firearm's owner must accept full
responsibility for the correct reassembly and functioning of the firearm after any
disassembly or replacement of parts.

If you do not understand any of the material in this manual or have any
questions, contact your dealer or a qualified gunsmith.

Do not attempt to load or use any firearm until you have read and
understood the information mentionedin its owner's manual. Before handling your
firearm, you should learn how it operates and how to maintain it. This includes
knowing its basic parts, how the manual safety and other safety features operate,
how to safely open and close the action, and how to safely load and unload
ammunition from the firearm. Improper use and handling is dangerous and could
cause serious injury or death to you or those around you. All users of the firearm
must become thoroughly familiar with the instructions in this manual.

As the owner of a firearm, you must undertake the full-time responsibility of
safe firearms handling for your own safety and the safety of those around you:

» Keep all firearms and ammunition out of the reach of children.

« Store your firearms and ammunition separately.

* Never store a loaded firearm.

* Never leave a loaded firearm unattended.

* Never transport a loaded firearm in a vehicle.

» Unload your firearm when you have stopped shooting and when you have to climb
a tree, fence, cross a slippery surface or have to transport it in a vehicle.

» Do not load your firearm before you are in a place where it is safe to shoot, and
keep your finger off the trigger until you are on target and have decided to fire.

* Never shoot at water, rocks or any hard surfaces. Shots may glance off such
surfaces and cause injuries.

* Do not use alcohol or drugs before or while handling firearms.

» Do not touch the trigger while the safety button is being engaged or disengaged.



Always point the muzzle of your firearm to a safe direction, regardless of
whether the firearm is loaded or unloaded. Always treat every firearm as if it were
loaded. Give your firearm to someone with the action open (bolt fully rearward) and
safety in the "ON" (SAFE) position, after you verify the firearm is unloaded. Insist on
the same procedure when receiving a firearm from someone else. Learn the
location of all the safety features of your firearm and how they operate. Wear eye
and ear protection when shooting. Shooting without proper ear protection can
cause hearing damage. The use of eye protection during any type of shooting is
important to protect your eyesight. Due to the heavy recoil of a shotgun, maintain
an adequate distance between the rear of the scope (if equipped) and your face at
all times. Be certain the scope installation does not interfere with access to, or the
proper functioning of the safety.

Learn to clean your firearm thoroughly and make certain no oil, grease, or other
materials are blocking the barrel. Obstructions of any kind can cause damage to the
firearm, and may result in serious personal injury to the shooter and/or others
nearby. Practice proper firearm maintenance and safety. Make sure all exposed
metal surfaces are coated with a thin film of oil, especially after exposure to damp
weather. (See proper section of this manual for cleaning instructions). Do not plug
barrel or store in a fabric-lined case which will absorb lubricants from the firearm.
Before using after storage, follow complete instructions stated in this manual for
refamiliarization with the firearm. A thorough inspection should be performed before
going into the field. Have your firearm periodically checked by a qualified gunsmith.

REMEMBER: It is imperative that the firearm handler be fully educated and
conscious of the importance of executing proper gun safety rules when operating
any firearm.

Before using or firing with any live ammunition you should know and fully
understand your shotgun’s parts, function, and operating mechanisms. So carefully
read and fully understand all of the information about the parts and procedures of
using the shotgun safely and effectively.



ABOUT YOUR PUMP-ACTION SHOTGUN

Your Toros Arms Shotgun is manually operated. Once the first
shell has been fired, the locking lug in the bolt moves down unlocking the
gun. The forearm can then be moved to the rear and forward again, eject-
ing and loading a new shell.

To open the bolt without firing the gun, depress the action bar
lock, located just beside and forward of the trigger. This allows for open-
ing the action without dry firing.

SAFETY SWITCH

The safety is designed to stop the trigger mechanism. DON'T RELY ON
YOUR GUN'S SAFETY. TREAT EVERY GUN AS IF IT WERE LOADED AND READY TO FIRE. The safety on
any gun is a mechanical device, and it is not intended as a substitue for
common sense of safe gun handling. Always keep the muzzle pointed in
a safe direction.
1. The safety is located behind the trig-
ger and provides protection against
accidental or unintenional discharge
under normal usage when properly
engaged.
2.To engage the safety, push the butto
thus it protrudes from the right side of
the gun and the RED BAND MARKING
CAN NOT BEE SEEN. The safety should
always be in the “on” of safe” position
until you intend to fire the gun.
3. When you are ready to fire the gun, press the safety button to the “off”
or “fire” position, so the safety protrudes from the left side of the gun and
the RED BAND will be seen.




ASSEMBLY

1. Remove the magazine cap.

2. Press upward on the action bar lock. Pull the forearm approximately halfway rearward.
3. Hold the barrel ahead of the barrel guide ring (See picture 2).

4. Slide the barrel guide ring over the magazine tube. Clean the barrel following the
instructions on Page 12.

5. Press upward on the action bar lock.

6. Align the ejector on the inside of the barrel with the slot in the bolt.

7. Carefully set the barrel into the receiver. DO NOT FORCE IT!

8. Replace the magazine cap. Tighten.

DISASSEMBLY

. Make sure the gun is unloaded!

FULLY LOADING YOUR SHOTGUN
1. Put safety in the "on" position.

2. Point the gun in a safe direction.

3. Push up on the action bar lock.

4. Pull the forearm completely to the rear.

5. Put one shell through the ejection port,
making sure it is the correct gauge and length. (See picture 3)
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6. Push the forearm forward and close the action.

7. Push a shell upward against the bottom of the carrier. (See picture 4)
8. Push two (2) to four (4) shell, one at a time, fully forward into the magazine tube

INSTALLATION OF MAGAZINE PLUG
Your Shotgun has comes with a magazine plug installed for this purpose.

Installation:

1. Remove the forend screw cap.

2. At the threaded end of the magazine tube (where the forend screw cap
fits) you will locate a black snap ring.

3. A Phillips head screw driver should be used to remove the snap ring.
CAUTION: The snap ring will be under pressure from the magazine spring.
Do not remove the snap ring in a manner where the ring could fly out and
strike you or anyone else causing injury, particularly to the eye.

4. Insert plug through the middle of the magazine spring, compress plug
and spring, and insert the snap ring so the snap ring end is flush with the
end of the tube.

5. Screw forend cap back in place.

USAGE OF CHOKE TUBES

The choke is what controls the openness or tightness of the pattern of your shotgun
The chart below lists the choke available (from open to tight), and the
corresponding marks that indicate the choke of your specific shotgun.

Never fire or run gun cleaning tools through a barrel that uses choke tubes without
having a choke tube installed. The threads of the choke tube and the internal
threads of the barrel should be cleaned after each use and before installation of
the tube.

Toinstall a tube, insert the tube into the barrel and tighten with your fingers.
Once the tube is finger tightened, tighten with the appropriate choke-tube wrench
until the tube is snug. DO NOT over tighten or forcefully tighten with wrench.

MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

Caution: Make sure the gun is unloaded.

1. Make sure that the broad, polished, finely fitted mating surfaces of the breech
block and receiver are especially clean and lightly oiled with a high quality gun oil.
Do not use pure silicone or lanolin.

2. Run an oil patch through the bore with a cleaning rod starting from the breech
end. To prevent leading, use a cleaning solvent and brass brush to clean the bore
periodically. Follow this cleaning with one or two clean oilpatches. Important: If
your gun is equipped with choke tubes, do not use a brass brush to clean the
barrels unless a choke tube is installed in each barrel. Barrels that utilize choke
tubes must also have the choke tubes removed to clean and oil the threads
inside the barrel and the choke tubes themselves. This will protect the threads
from being damaged by cleaning tools and also prevent a dirt build up that would
cause the choke tube to become difficult to remove from the barrel. Damage can
result to choke tubes and barrel when attempting to remove sticky choke tubes.

Never fire your gun without choke tubes snuggly tightened in barrels. Do not
over tighten choke tubes. Wipe all exposed metal surfaces with an oiled cloth
before storing. Do not squirt or pour oil into the inside mechanism because it may



hamper proper functioning and will soak the wood. After extended periods of
heavy use, your gun sholud be taken to a qualified guns mith to have the action
disassembled for professional cleaning and lubrication.

3. Care for your wood stock and forearem the same way you would a piece of
furniture with the same finish.

STORAGE

Clean thoroughly and oil your gun before storage. Store the gun in a case to
prevent scratches and dents. Store in a dry place to prevent corrosion. Store the
gunaway from children and in place where it cannot be obtained by those
unauthorized to use it. Always store gun unloaded and separately
from any ammunition.

IMPORTANT

USAGE OF STEEL SHOT

The choke (bore constriction) in all modern shotguns has been established based
on the pattern performance of shot shells loaded with lead shot. When using the
steel shot shells, you will notice a different performance in pattern density versus
the established lead shot pattern, because the steel shot is harder and lighter

than lead shot.

You should be aware of the following differences and cautions:

Never shoot steel shot loads in a full choked barrel or full choke tubed
barrel. To do so may cause the barrel to swell or rupture. In general, steel
shot fired with a modified choke will produce the equivalent of a lead full choke
pattern. This will be true of all steel shot sizes up to and including no. 2. The
established improved cylinder chokes will produce the equivalent of a (lead)
modified choke pattern.

All steel shot sized larger than no. 2, and including special sized such as -F-, "T",
etc., should be used only with improved cylinder chokes. These steel shot sized,
when used in improved cylinder chokes, will produce patterns equivalent to (lead)
full choke patterns. The established cylinder choke or bore will produce the
equivalent of a modified (lead) pattern.

Additional information concerning the use of steel shot is available from
the best ammunition companies.
