3. As noted in the attached parts list on
Page 3 -5 some of the Browning
supplied spare parts must be fitted by
Erowning Service Department in
Amold, Missouri, or qualified gunsmiths.
Mo other person should attermpt to fit
these specific parts.

4. I for any reason it becomes necessary
to load and discharge these firearms, it
i5 recommended that reference be
made o the Owners Manual for proper
loading, handling and safety procedures.
These manuals are supplied with each
new rifle and extra copies may be

SECTION 1

GENERAL DESCRIPTION AND
FUNCTIONAL OPERATION

The BER and A-Bolt are centerfire,
detachable Magazine, Bolt Action Rifles.

For functional operation explanation, assume
the rifle is loaded and ready to fire. When
the Trigger is pulled, it rotates about its pin
disengaging the Sear. The Sear, in turn,
releases the Firing Pin Sear. Both the Firing
Fin Sear and Firing Fin (Firing Fin
Assembly) are driven forward by the com-
pressed Firing Pin Spring to fire the
chambered round.

When the Bolt Handle is manually lifted, a
camming surface on a portion of the Bolt
Handle cams the Firing Pin Assembly to the
rear compressing the Firing Pin Spring. At
this time, the Trigger is allowed 1o regain
beneath the Sear as the rear end of the Sear
is allowed to raise under pressure from the
Sear Spring,

The rotating Bolt rotates the Bolt Head and
unlocks it from the locking surfaces of the
Barrel Extension. When the Bolt Handle has
fully rotated, a groove in the Bolt Body has
aligned with the Bolt Retainer.

When the Bolt Assembly is retracted, the
empty case is extracted from the chamber.
Ejection occurs from pressure exerted by the
compressed Ejector Spring and Ejector as
the empty case clears the Ejection Port

When the Bolt Assembly is manually moved
forward, a fresh round is picked up from the
Magazine and chambered. When the Baolt
Handle is rotated downward, the Firing Pin
Sear is brought forward slightly to rest against
the Sear. If the Trigger is pulled before the
Action is locked, the rifle cannot fire, This is
prevented by the camming surface of the
Boit Handle restricting forward movernent of
the Firing Fin Assembly until the Bolt Han-
dle has been completely rotated downward.

The rear end of the retracted Firing Fin Sear
acts as a cocking indicator which is painted

red and is visible at the rear end of the Bolt
Shroud.

When the Safety Selector is moved to the
“OM SAFE” position, the Safety is rotated by
connection with the Safety Link. In rotating,
the Safety prevents the Trigger from being
pulled by providing interference with the
Safety Stud which protrudes from the right
side of the Trigger.

Additionally, as the Safety rotates to the
“0OM SAFE” position, the Bolt Handle Lock
is moved upward. by connection with the
Safety, to lock the Bolt Assembly in the
closed position.

A Firing Pin Lock was added to later A-Bolt
production. When the Safety is rotated to
the “0OMN SAFE” position, a stud is made to
protrude up through the bottom of the
Receiver into a hole in the bottomn of the
Firing Pin Sear. Thus the Firing Pin is
prevented from falling unless the Safety is
placed in the "OFF SAFE” position. When
the Salety is placed into the "OFF SAFE”
position, the stud is made to retract out of
the hole in the Firing Fin Sear
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Schematic is provided for parts identification only and should not be used as a guide to assemble guns.

MOTE: All instructions, NOTES
and CAUTIONS contained in this
manual apply to both the BBR
and A-Bolt unless otherwise
stated.

CAUTION: Make certain the
rifle is unloaded before any
inspection or disassembly opera-
tions are performed.

1. PRE-DISASSEMBLY INSPECTION

WARNING

CAUTION: When performing
the following inspection
sequences, perform them in the
exact order given without perfor-
ming additional actions.

WARHING

A. Check the BBR Firing Fin Sear
(oocking indicator just forward of the
Safety Selector) to see that it is
chrome plated.

MOTE: Some early BBR Firing
Pin Sears were not chrome
plated. Later BBR and all of the
A-Bolt production contained
chrome plated Firing Fin Sears.

CAUTION: If the BBR Firing
Pin Sear is not chrome plated.
perform no repairs and returm
the rifle to the Arnold Browning
Service Center immediately for
madification to a recall notifica-
tion, The rifle must be modified
to comect a potentially unsafe
condition. Due to its critical
nature, involving the Firing Pin
Sear as well as the Trigger
Assembly, instructions for
madification are not given in this
manual.

If the Firing Fin Sear is chrome
plated, proceed with the following
inspection sequences: (Both BER
and A-Bolt)

B. With the Action cocked, place the
Safety Selector to the "OMN SAFE”
position.

Full the Trigger much harder than
normal with the index finger of both
hands and see that the Firing Pin
does not fall,

C. Release the Trigger. The Firing Pin
should not fall when the Safety is
moved to the “OFF SAFE" position.

[. Open the Action. The Firing Pin
should not fall when the Bolt Han-
dle is raised.

E. With the Action cocked and closed,
place the Safety Selector to the
“OFF SAFE" position.

Partially disengage the Sear by
slightly pulling the Trigger.

Slowly release the Trigger. You
should feel the searing surfaces fully

re-engage.

CAUTION: If the rifle fails
inspection sequences (B) through
(E), return the rifle to the Brown-
ing Service Center in Arnold,
Missouri or, in case of the BER,
exchange the complete Trigger
Assembly for an updated one
available from the Browning
Parts Department in Amaold,
Missouri.

WARNING

F. Check the Trigger pull for a let-off
force of 3 3/4 to 4 1/4 Ibs (BBR) or
35 to 65 Ibs. (ABolt)

MOTE: If the Trigger pull force
does not meet the criteria given,
procedures for adjustment will be
described later in this manual,

2. DISASSEMBLY INTO SUB-

1 of Section
lll, “PRE-DISASSEMBLY IMSPEC-
TION", inspect the BBR Firing
Pin Sear to make sure it has
been chrome plated.

If the Firing Pin Sear has been
polished Lo a bright finish and there
is some question as o whether it
has been chrome plated, check it
with cold blue. If chrome plated,
cold blue will not tum it dark.

MOTE: The forward most end of
the Firing Pin Sear that contacts
the Bolt Handle's camming sur-

face should not be chrome plated.

The Firing Pin Sear must be
chrome plated to properly release
from the Sear when the rifle is
fired.

Onee again - if the BBR Firing
Pin Sear is found net to be
chrome plated, perform no
repairs and retumn the rifle
immediately to the Browning
Service Center in Amold,
Missouri for modification

If the Firing Pin Sear is found
not to be chrome plated, in addi-
tion a modification may be
required to the Trigger. Assembly
irwvolving restricted parts

WARNING

MOTE: Later A-Bolt production
incorporated a roller on the for-
ward end of the Firing Pin Sear.
This reller contributes to an
easier opening bolt when the
Action is being cocked. The Fir-
ing Pin Sears with rollers are
interchangeable with those Firing
Fin Sears containing no rollers.

B. FIRING PIM
Inspect the Firing Pin for straightness
to prevent excessive friction in its
movement when installed in the
Bolt Assembly.

C. FIRING PIN WASHER
Inspect the beveled edge of the Fir-
ing Pin Washer for burrs. Roughness

there will contribute to hard
opening.
Deburr or chamfer the edge with a

cone shaped stone in a Dremel tool
or drill motor.

0, FIRING PIN SPRING
Early A-Bolt production rifles con-
tained only 33 coils in a Firing Pin
Spring. Count the eoils in the Firing
Pin Spring and if 33 are found,
replace with a new spring which will
contain 36 coils. This is to prevent
the possibility of a misfire.

4. REASSEMBLY OF THE FIRING
PIN ASSEMBELY
Position the Firing Pin Spring on the
Firing Pin.
Position the Firing Pin Washer on the
Firing Pin orienting the beveled edge of
the washer to the rear.

MOTE: Do not use the Firing
Fin Washer in conjunction with a
Firing Pin Spring containing 36
coils
Install the Firing Pin Sear on the Firing
Fin orienting the Cocking Indicator to
the rear.

6. INSPECTION OF THE BOLT

slot Roughness here may contribute
te hard opening.

inspect for cracks or broken-out areas,
especially around the Extractor slot.

CAUTION: Use care not to let
the Ejector fly oul of the Bolt
Head.

LABRICATION DARING
